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STRUCTURE OF THE FELLOWSHIP IN IRELAND 
 

 

The diagram below will show that the Group is the fundamental unit in the A.A. structure. Whatever “authority” exists is first 

expressed in the group conscience, then passed along through the General Service Representative (G.S.R.) to Conference. 

Each group in an Area elects two G.S.R.’s to form an Area Committee. Each Area Committee elects four representatives to it’s 

Provincial Intergroup Committee. Each Intergroup Committee elects four delegates to the General Service Conference which 

meets twice in the year. 

Conference appoints the General Service Board which is responsible for the implementation of Conference decisions and the 

supervision, through it’s executive Committee, of the General Service Office (G.S.O.) 

While no one can speak for A.A. officially, the Conference comes close to being A.A. ‘s voice. The Service Handbook           

recommends that in making appointments to committees etc., the rotation principle should be observed.
